The children’s preschool portfolios are available for them to look at in the library corner. The girls spent about 10 minutes looking at their books with lots of discussion about their pre school experiences. They discovered that although they’d been to different kindergartens many of their experiences were the same. “They’ll be missing us at preschool” said Jessica. “Yeah”, said Xanthe. “I bet they’re crying at our old kindy”. Millie agreed.

What does this tell me?
Curriculum area:
Xanthe, Jessica and Millie enjoy looking at books. They can initiate conversations and share their ideas and knowledge with others. 
Key Competencies:
The girls are becoming familiar with class routines at reading time and were able to make a sensible choice of activity (participating and contributing). They were able to sustain a group conversation taking turns to speak and listening to the contributions of the others (relating to others).
Where to next?
Encourage the girls to show their portfolios to others in the class. They might like to write letters or emails back to their old preschools.
