
Evening Entertainment





Once a term we will put on an evening for the mothers/caregivers. It is your job to be the overall organiser. Sort out an ice breaker, what we are doing, advertising it at playgroup, what we need, setting up, supper, someone in the kitchen if needed  etc…. Do not do everything yourself. Ask for help, delegate jobs.





Creative Play





It is your job to think up, organise and maybe supervise (if needed) something a little different. Plan this for 2 times a term. See the red folder if you need ideas.





Library Books





Choose (read, and check if okay) 25 public library books for children’s library. You will need to use your own library card. Extend the issue for weeks, twice a term. You are responsible for getting all these books back on time and replacing them.





Farewell Person





Be at the door before singing finishes. Keep an eye on children going out the door. It helps if you are the person opening and closing the door so that you can see who is going out. Don’t let a child leave unless they are with their parent/caregiver. Occasionally, sort out the artwork and hand it out. Thank people for coming by name. Smile, and speak to as many people as you can.





Singing





You need to choose the songs. Organise them before singing, sort out the CD player and any other equipment you may use. There are musical instruments, puppets, ducks, ribbons on wands, beans bags, parachute….. Ask if there is something in particular a song needs we may have it already.


At 11:10am put the tidy up song on in the main hall.


Singing starts at 11:15 and finishes at 11:30am.


Smile, have fun, keep it simple.





Greeter





Stay in the main hall as much as possible for the first 20mins to welcome people as they arrive. Show new people around and give them a welcome pack. You may need to explain it to them. Ask the new person to sign the attendance book and try to introduce them to at least one person by an activity. Let another committee member know so that they can also make them feel welcome during the morning.
